RETURNS IN 2008 

· Celebrating the fortieth anniversary of the original Shelby Cobra 
GT500KR, Ford and Shelby collaborate on a new ‘King of the 
Road’ Mustang with the 2008 Shelby GT500KR.  

· Shelby GT500KR features an estimated 540-hp 5.4-liter super-
charged V-8 with a Ford Racing Power Upgrade Pack, 3.73:1 rear 
axle ratio, short-throw shifter, and unique suspension tuning.  

· Exterior design draws inspiration from the classic Shelby KR 
Mustangs and features unique carbon composite hood, wheels, and 
special 40th Anniversary badging and unique striping.  

· Shelby GT500KR arrives in spring 2008 in an exclusive run of only 1000 units. 
DEARBORN, Mich., March 30 - Ford and Shelby Automobiles are at it 
again, this time in celebration of the fortieth anniversary of the 1968 Shelby 
Cobra GT500KR. To be unveiled at the 2007 New York International Auto 
Show, the 2008 Shelby GT500KR—the most powerful Mustang to date—
will once again mark Mustang as ‘King of the Road.’  
“I’m proud to once again be a part of an historical moment, bringing back 
the ‘King of the Road’ Mustang, and collaborating with Ford SVT and 
Ford Racing” said Carroll Shelby. “I’m committed to continuously upping 
the ante when it comes to performance, and it’s great to be doing it with 
Ford.” “The return of the Shelby GT500KR further establishes Mustang as the true king of the pony car seg-

ment,” said Robert Parker, manager of Ford Car Brand. “With the unveil-
ing of the new KR we are staying true to the promise we made our loyal 
Mustang fans to continue Mustang’s prowess by bringing new, exciting 
and more powerful Mustangs to market.”  
Forty years ago, at the 1967 New York Auto Show, Ford introduced the 
most powerful Shelby Mustang ever. Like every Mustang that bore the 
name ‘Shelby,’ the GT500KR carries with it its own unique story.  
The 1968 Shelby Cobra GT500KR was a mid-year introduction, based on 
the 1968 Shelby GT500. Ford added ‘Cobra’ to the Shelby’s moniker to 

help usher in the beginning of a new performance era at the company. The Cobra name referred to the new 428 
Cobra Jet V-8 that was planted under the KR’s custom fiberglass hood. It was the engine that would once again 
vault the Mustang to the head of the pack.  
Ford conservatively rated the 428 CJ at 335-horsepower, but in reality it 
made more than 400-horsepower and 440 pounds-feet of torque. The KR 
model was also equipped with a modified suspension and was offered 
both in fastback and convertible models. Ford dealers sold 1,570 
GT500KR models in 1968, 1053 fastbacks and 517 convertibles.  
While the name ‘King of the Road’ may have been the perfect fit for the 
world’s most powerful Mustang, it also provided Shelby the chance to 
steal the thunder from cross-town rival General Motors. As the legend 
goes, Shelby learned that GM was planning to introduce a high-performance model and call it ‘King of the 
Road.’  
Since he had always wanted to use the name, and as one to never miss an opportunity, Shelby set his organiza-
tion in gear, registering the name and designing new badging for the Cobra Jet-powered Mustang, christening it 
the GT500KR, and bringing Ford’s ‘King of the Road’ to market before GM ever got a chance to apply the 
name to their product.  
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SHELBY AUTOS AND FORD RACING TO BUILD 600+ HP STREET LEGAL SHELBY GT500 
"SUPER SNAKES" 

 
Las Vegas – April 27, 2007 – Shelby Automobiles will use newly-developed Ford Racing GT500 performance packs to 
help transform a limited number of 2007 and 2008 Ford Shelby GT500’s into fire breathing “Super Snake” coupes. The 
Super Snake post-title package will include enhancements to the Ford Shelby GT500’s handling, styling and power; tun-
ing options will range from a warranted 600 HP V8 to over 725 HP (unwarranted). Only a limited number of Super 
Snakes will be built per model year at the Shelby Automobiles facility in Las Vegas beginning in late 2007.  
 
“My team at Shelby Automobiles is always working on new ways to build better performing cars” said Carroll Shelby. 
“I told them that I wanted to build a vehicle that could blow the doors off of most anything on the planet. By partnering 
with Ford Racing, we’re giving enthusiasts a Mustang with that level of performance.”  
Working together at the Las Vegas Motor Speedway and in Dearborn, Ford Racing and Team Shelby developed the ag-
gressive suspension and engine package specifically for the car.  
 
“Mustang enthusiasts are demanding more from both Ford Racing and Shelby Autos” said Jamie Allison, Manager of 
Ford Racing Performance Group. “The GT500 Super Snake package, with its higher horsepower levels and balanced 
track-inspired tuning, satisfies those demands and then some … in a uniquely Ford – Shelby way.”  
 
In 1967, Shelby American built one 427-powered GT500 “Super Snake” for Mel Burns Ford. Carroll Shelby drove it at 
the Goodyear test track for tire promotion film production. That car reached lap speeds of over 150 mph and a top speed 
of 170 mph. The new Ford Shelby GT500 Super Snake will be equally potent.  
 
“The name ‘Super Snake’ is legendary because the one that Shelby built was the pinnacle of muscle cars in 1967,” 
added Amy Boylan, president of Shelby Automobiles. “We’re bringing that concept forward 40 years for customers who 
own a Ford Shelby GT500. We’ll give their car amazing new capabilities.”  
 
Ford Racing and Team Shelby developed the GT500 Super Snake package which will include:  

· Ford Racing Supercharger upgrade kit (SuperPack 600) producing over 600 horsepower and 590 ft.-lbs. of 
torque  

· 6-speed manual transmission with 3.73:1 rear axle ratio  
· Ford Racing performance exhaust system  
· Ford Racing Handling Pack offering unique performance suspension tuning including Dynamic adjustable 

dampers, lowering springs, tuned stabilizer bars, and front strut tower brace  
· Shelby-designed Alcoa 20-inch wheels  
· Ford Racing short-throw shifter  
· Baer 6 piston brakes with Shelby cast calipers and larger rotors  
· Front brake cooling ducts  
· Unique carbon composite hood featuring classic Shelby design  
· ‘Shelby’ lettering across the front edge of hood and rear decklid  
· 'Super Snake' vehicle badging  
· Carroll Shelby signature embroidered headrests, floor mats and other Shelby designed components  
· Official Shelby CSM dash plate 
 

In addition, while the full Super Snake package will be available exclusively through Shelby Automobiles, many of the 
products comprising the Super Snake package will be available from Shelby Automobiles and Ford Racing starting in 
June.

Seems like month after month there is a new 
Mustang being added to the long list of die cast collect-
ables; Lane collectables, GMP, Hot Wheels Elite, Franklin 
Mint and Danbury Mint to name a few.  To help with the 
growing number of die cast, these companies release lim-
ited numbers of each of their different models, which brings 
me to this months limited editions. The first one is a Grab-
ber Green with white interior Boss 429.  The detailing under 
the hood with a wired and plumed engine, hood hinges with 
real springs even a detailed wire mesh grill.  The interior is 
also nicely done with carpeting, wood grain dash, seatbelts 
and a folding front seat.  In the rear, trunk mounted battery 
and the chassis is very detailed including the serial plate, 
with its 1 of 5000 number.  All in all I still feel that Danbury 
mint has set the scale for others to follow. 

With all the hoopla about the Shelby GT 500, 
Franklin Mint has released a limited edition (5000) 2007 
Shelby GT 500.  It is Vista blue with white strips.  As with 
most, the engine compartment is detailed with all of the 
usual.  One thing I noticed that was different than most was 
the insulation on the underside of the hood.  Inside the inte-
rior has all the gauges detailed, folding seats, actual seat-
belts, and SVT on the sill plates.  Around back in the trunk I 
was a little disappointed, the only thing in there was the lim-
ited edition plate, missing was the spare tire.  The chassis 
is lightly detailed with working rear suspension.  Last but not 
least is the body, the detailing is very nice.  The top side 
stripes are painted on while the side stripes are decals. The 
snake emblems on the fenders are a raised foil style not 
just painted on.  On the deck lid is a Sirius radio antenna, 
the Shelby letters on the back are also raised foil style as 
the emblems on the sides.  Franklin Mint has captured the 
allure of the GT 500 very well and with the limited numbers 
that are being produced, I feel collectables like these cars 
can only grow in value and beyond that they would make a 
nice addition to any collector’s collection.
